Budgetary Information

Annual budgets are adopted on a basis consistent with generally accepted accounting principles for the general fund and debt
service fund. The capital projects fund is appropriated on a project-length basis. Other special revenue funds are appropriated
for management control.

The original budget is adopted by the City Commission prior to the beginning of the fiscal year. Expenditures may not legally
exceed budgeted appropriations at the fund level (legal level of budgetary control). Expenditure requests, which would require
an increase in the fund budgeted appropriations, must be approved by the City Commission through a formal budget
amendment. At any time in the fiscal year, the Commission may make emergency appropriations to meet a pressing need for
public expenditure in order to protect health, safety, or welfare. The City Commission has the power to transfer any
unencumbered funds allocated by the budget from one activity, function, or department, to re-estimate revenues and
expenditures, and to amend the budget.
